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League: Tee Ball 
Age Range: 3-4
Players per team: 6-8
Location: Field 1 (Tee Ball/Shetland)
Equipment needed: Glove, Batting Helmet

Optional Equipment: USA stamped Tee Ball bat, baseball pants, baseball cleats.
* CTAA typically has some gently used equipment available for first time players either through grants or donations. If you are unsure about equipment, please contact your coach or reach out to the league before making a purchase. We will be happy to help point you in the right direction. 

Schedule: Tee ball games will be on Saturday mornings starting in mid May and ending around the end of June (roughly 8 weekends). Teams will be paired up for a 1 hour time slot based on the schedule. The first 30 minutes will be spent practicing and the remaining time will be used to play a “game”. 
Game format:  The team on offense will start with runners on all bases to help the kids learn how to run the bases and to keep them from getting bored while waiting to bat. The team on offense will bat through their lineup with the last batter clearing the bases before switching to defense. The team on defense is encouraged to try to get outs by tagging a base or a base runner but base runners will not be removed when out. Players should switch positions each inning on defense. The goal of this game is to complete two innings of play. 
Goals: 
1. Player safety – zero injuries.  First aid kits and AED available if needed. 
2. Fun – it is a game after all, why not make it as fun as possible.
3. Exposure to the great game of baseball.
Parent Expectations:
1. Each team will need an extra 4-5 parents to participate on the field to help keep the kids engaged and focused.
2. Playing in the dirt is unavoidable.
3. By the end of the season, a game that resembles baseball.
What to practice at home:
1. Hitting from a tee. 

2. Fielding ground balls. 

3. Fielding ground balls and tagging runners or stomping on bases.
