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League: Shetland (Hybrid Coach Pitch)
Age Range: 5-6
Players per team: 7-8 
Location: CT Field 1 (Tee Ball/Shetland), Prospect, East Butler
Equipment needed: Glove, Batting Helmet, baseball pants.
Optional Equipment: USA stamped baseball or Tee Ball bat, baseball cleats.
* CTAA typically has some gently used equipment available for first time players either through grants or donations. If you are unsure about equipment, please contact your coach or reach out to the league before making a purchase. We will be happy to help point you in the right direction. 

Practices:  Shetland teams will practice 1-2 times per week before the season starts. Once the games start, each Shetland team will have a practice time slot on either Saturday or Sunday. Practices are typically 90 minutes long. 
Games: Shetland teams will play a 12-14 game schedule with 1-2 games per week. The games are 6 innings long with a time limit of 2 hours. Games are typically 60-75 minutes long. Innings end when three outs are recorded, or 5 runs are scored. When batting, the players will get three pitches from a coach. If they are not able to put the ball in play, they will then hit from a tee to keep the pace of the game moving. Our main objective is to keep fielders and batters continuously engaged in play, so there not a strong emphasis on batters hitting a pitched ball at this age.  Hopefully by the end of the season the tee will be used less and less but that does not mean more than three pitches will be thrown to ANY batter.  Force outs and tag outs apply but there are no strikeouts. If a ball is hit into the outfield grass, the runners will stop when the ball is back in the infield dirt. 
Goals and Expectations: 

Learn how to get outs – force outs, tag outs. 
Learn how to run the bases. 

Learn to get the ball in quick to stop runners from advancing.
Learn to hit a pitched ball
Keep the games moving – lots of action
Limit boredom.
Please allow the coaches to coach during games and practice. Coaching from the bleachers is very distracting for the kids. 
What to practice at home: 
Hitting pitched balls


Catching pop ups, catching throws with glove in front and fingers up – no basket catches

Fielding ground balls and setting feet to make a strong throw.
Hitting from a tee is still important – Players entering Pinto should know how to stand at the plate. Major league ball players still practice hitting from a tee DAILY!!
