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League: Bronco(Kid Pitch)
Age Range: 11-12

Equipment needed:  Glove, Batting Helmet, USA stamped baseball bat, non-metal cleats.
Optional Equipment: Protective padded shirt, protective cup, personal catching gear, position specific gloves, batting gloves.
* CTAA typically has some gently used equipment available for first time players either through grants or donations. If you are unsure about equipment, please contact your coach or reach out to the league before making a purchase. 

Practices:  Bronco teams will practice 1-2 times per week before the season starts. Once the games start, each Bronco team will have a practice time slot on either Saturday or Sunday. Practices are typically 90 minutes long.
Games:  Bronco teams will play 1-2 7 inning games per week. Bronco games will be played in multiple communities within the Allegheny River League (ARL), which may include CT, Prospect, Saxonburgh, Kiski, Freeport, etc. Games are typically 7 innings long, however, there is a 2 hour time limit and “mercy” rules apply. Records are maintained and standings are kept. Runners may steal bases with no limitations on lead offs or advancement. “Patch” umpires will be used to officiate games. Rules are essentially equivalent to high school or professional baseball. All players will have the opportunity to play each game, but there will be more emphasis on position specialization and skill will dictate playing time in the field.
Goals:
Pitching – velocity, location, pitch types.
Full/unlimited base stealing.

Understand the strike zone.

Control base runners (pick offs, backups)

More “set” positions, but still rotations.
Catcher – blocking, framing, and throwing.

Understanding rules, including balks, dropped third strike.
Parent Expectations:
Competitive games against other organizations, but still positive, developmental focus.

Games will look very similar to real baseball, but pitchers and catchers are still learning. 

Medium pace of play. Some mistakes due to base running rules, but quality of play is fairly good.
