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League: Pinto (Coach Pitch)

Age Range: 7-8
Players per team: 10-11       Location: Field 2 (Pinto), Field 3 (Mustang/Bronco), Prospect, East Butler
Equipment needed:  Glove, Batting Helmet, USA stamped baseball bat, cleats.
Optional Equipment: Protective padded shirt, protective cup.

* CTAA typically has some gently used equipment available for first time players either through grants or donations. If you are unsure about equipment, please contact your coach or reach out to the league before making a purchase. We will be happy to help point you in the right direction. 

Practices:  Pinto teams will practice 1-2 times per week before the season starts. Once the games start, each Pinto team will have a practice time slot on either Saturday or Sunday. Practices are typically 90 minutes long.
Games:  Pinto teams will play a 16-game schedule with 1-2 6 inning games per week. Games have a 2-hour time limit but typically only last around 60-90 minutes. Innings end when 3 outs are recorded, or 5 runs are scored. When batting, players will get a maximum of 6 pitches from a coach. There are no walks, but three strikes will be a strikeout. There is no use of a tee at this age group and beyond. Runners are not allowed to advance on overthrows made by infielders. Runners may advance bases when the ball is in the outfield but must stop advancing when an infielder has possession of the ball on infield dirt. This rule set is very similar to what we see at 7U and 8U all star tournaments. The season will conclude with a single elimination playoff tournament played with tournament rules. 
Goals:

Continue working on hitting and fielding.

Improve catching and throwing skills.

Learn all the defensive positions on the field.
Focus on putting the ball in play, limit K’s.

Learn new aspects of defense (cutoffs, backing up throws, double plays)

Improve baserunning. (freeze on line drives, read fly balls and return to base if caught)
Parent Expectations:

Exciting fast paced games that resemble real baseball.

Increased interest in practicing at home and watching baseball games. 

Please allow the coaches to coach during games. Coaching from the bleachers is very distracting for the kids.
